3. Insert the threaded plug

4. Extract the filter

5. Remove the contaminated filter

3. Service requests under the warranty can only be made to an Authorized Webasto Service Center, presenting the product pur-
chasing invoice or the documentation of the vehicle registration.

4. This warranty does not cover:
– Malfunctions not directly and exclusively resulting from the Webasto product.
– Repairs, maintenance or other service actions conducted by a service center which is no Authorized Webasto Service Center.
– Non-compliance with the instructions and scheduled maintenance intervals determined by Webasto.
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– Consequences of modifications, repairs or tuning not expressly authorized by Webasto.
– Periodic controls as per maintenance schedule.
– Repairs or replacement of parts due to normal wear.
– Installation of any accessories and/or air conditioning system parts not approved by Webasto; use of such parts can damage

the product itself and, at times, even parts of the vehicle.
