the shelves (one fixing kit per shelf) and will provide the fixings required to assemble
the shelves to the side panels.

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Each side panel requires 2x fixing brackets as shown in FIG.1. Secure the fixing brackets (ME0919) to the unit in the required positions using M8x50 coach bolts, M8 washers
and M8 flange nuts as shown in FIG.2. Take care not to damage the unit by over tightening the fixings. Ensure the fixing brackets are positioned to pick up on the inner steel
skin of the vehicle and are not against the outer skin. If required an extension bracket can be used as shown in FIG.3.
